As discussed in our informal disposition phone conference mesting of August 20, 1999, the following dis-
closes requirements we would impose upon Leavell-McCombs, their representatives, nr potential furuns
owners of the private land in and around Alberta Park and adjucent to the Wolf Creek Ski Areu, for poten-
tial users of Forest Development Road (FDR) 391.

FDR 391 begins from its juncrion with US 160, runs through Woif Creek Ski Area parking lots, then
leuves those lots and becomes a single-lane read erossing public land in the permitted ski area before re-
aching the abovementioned private land at Alberta Park. It travels through this private land and back onte
public lund befors terminating at the Alberta Park Resevoir Dam,

This road is currently used and accessible by the ski area permit holder (as tied to normal ski area opera-
tions), by the public (for sightsesing and access to nationul forest land), and by private land owners (for
access to their land). The private land owners are not currently authorized to use this road for commercial
purposes except for these falling within the scope of current ski area operations. In recent years and us
late as spring and early summer of 1999, speculative pluns for private land development included residen-
tial and commercial facilities of a scope that could result in unfavorable environmental impacts to Rio
Grunde cutthroat trout, lynx. other wildlife, and to other resources from clearing, grading, other construe-
fion 3¢:ivities, and vear-round motwnza:d access. Inview of thut potential amidst Forest Servics obliga-
tinns for protection of National Forest resources, if the private land owners request use of this road (cr the
to-be-construcred road for accessing new ski arca pucking lots) for commercial use associated with
development of their land, except that granted to ski arcs permittee: for ski urea operations, the following
will tike pluce:

[lence, private land owner access for commurciul purposes other than permited ski use would trigger the
NEPA process where you and others could participate. (Please note that there might be requests for non-
commercial use of this road as well that could have an effect on the environment and result in a NEPA
and permitting evaluation like that discussed above.)

The NEPA analysis would require viewing the proposal in context with other actions, and would fully dis-

close direct, indirect and cumulative effects of the proposed action. [ can assure you that the Forest would
take a hard look at the question of connectivity between private land development plans and uny request
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
